 Since  September  2021,  ITA,  on  the  ini�a�ve  of  the  Ministry  of  Foreign  Affairs  and  Interna�onal 
 Coopera�on  -  MAECI,  has  opened  an  Innova�on  Center  in  San  Francisco,  called  INNOVIT,  with  the 
 aim  of  cons�tu�ng  a  strategic  presidium  for  Italian  innova�on  in  the  US  market,  to  promote  the 
 na�onal innova�on ecosystems. 
 At  the  Innova�on  Center  is  located  the  ITA's  Innova�on  and  Foreign  Direct  Investment  Desks, 
 the Italian Cultural Ins�tute and an external provider for innova�on-accelera�on services. 
 The  Italian  Innova�on  and  Culture  Center  -  INNOV.IT  is  located  on  the  ground  and  lower  level  of 
 the  building  at  710  Sansome  Street,  on  a  total  of  11,900  square  feet.  The  building  has  two 
 entrances:  the  main  entrance  is  located  at  street  level  on  Sansome  Street,  while  the  secondary 
 entrance is located on Jackson Place. 
 The overall space is approximately allocated as follows:

 12.  AWARDING PROCEDURE

 The  Contrac�ng  Authority  will  evaluate  all  valid  proposals  and  will  assess  the  fairness  of  the  offers 
 pursuant  to  the  provisions  of  art.  13  c.  1  le�.  a)  of  DM  192/2017.  This  is  without  prejudice  to  the 
 right  of  the  contrac�ng  sta�on  to  verify  the  fairness  of  any  other  offer  that,  based  on  specific 
 elements, appears abnormally low pursuant to art. 13 c. 2 of DM 192/17. 

 No�ce:  The  Contrac�ng  Authority  has  the  authority  to  award  the  contract  even  if  only  one  bid  has 
 been  submi�ed,  provided  it  is  deemed  valid  and  worth  accep�ng.  Moreover,  ITA  has  the  authority 
 not  to  award  the  contract,  if  it  deems  it  appropriate  to  exercise  the  right  of  self-protec�on  and  if  it 
 finds  that  the  bids  received  do  not  comply  with  the  technical  and  financial  contents  set  forth 
 herein.

 13  .  SUBCONTRACTS OR TRANSFER OF SERVICES 
 ●  The  Contractor  must  indicate  at  the  �me  of  bidding  in  the  Technical  Proposal,  the  parts  of 

 the  service  it  intends  to  subcontract  in  accordance  with  the  provisions  of  Ar�cle  14  of  DM 
 192/2017, in the absence of such indica�ons subcontrac�ng is prohibited. 

 ●  It  should  be  noted  that  the  percentage  share  that  can  be  subcontracted  must  be  contained 
 within the maximum limit of 30% of the contract amount  .

 16. PAYMENT OF THE CONTRIBUTION TO ANAC

 17. APPOINTED CONTRACTOR’S MAIN OBLIGATIONS 
 ●  The  Contractor  provides  to  the  Awarding  Authority  cer�ficates  of  General  Liability 

 Insurance  in  the  amount  of  $5million,  and  California  Workers  Compensa�on  and  Disability 
 Insurance.  Contractor  furnishes  General  Liability  Insurance  cer�ficates  naming  ITA,  the 
 Construc�on Manager of work, as addi�onal insureds before star�ng the Work. 

 ●  The  contractor  is  also  responsible  for  the  behavior  of  its  employees  and  for  any  damage 
 caused  by  them  to  third  party  persons  and/or  property.  ITA  can  request  the  removal  of  any 
 worker whose conduct reflects nega�vely on the image of ITA. 

 ●  The  Contractor  shall  secure  all  required  approvals,  inspec�ons,  and  cer�fica�ons  of  the 
 Work 
 from all jurisdic�onal authori�es during and upon comple�on of the Work. 
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 ●  The  Contractor  shall  file  for  and  secure,  at  contractors'  expense,  all  required  Permits  from 
 the  City  of  San  Francisco  to  conduct  the  Work  of  this  Contract.  All  permits  are  to  remain  in 
 effect un�l receipt of a permanent Cer�ficate of Occupancy for the Work of this Contract. 

 ●  The  contractor  shall  examine  the  site  and  must  draw  his  own  conclusions  as  to  the 
 condi�ons that will be encountered at the start and during the progress of the work. 

 ●  All  work  must  be  performed  in  the  best  manner  and  all  materials  of  which  the  work  is 
 composed  shall  be  of  the  best  kind.  A  sufficient  number  of  persons  shall  at  all  �mes  be 
 employed  to  execute  the  work  with  due  dispatch,  the  whole  to  be  done  to  the  sa�sfac�on 
 of  the  Construc�on  Manager  of  work,  and  any  materials  furnished  or  work  done  not 
 sa�sfactory  to  the  Construc�on  Manager  of  work,  shall  be  immediately  removed  and 
 sa�sfactorily replaced by the contractor at his own expense. 

 ●  All construc�on materials are to be new, except where specifically noted otherwise. 
 ●  All construc�on materials are to match exis�ng unless specifically noted otherwise. 
 ●  Construc�on  materials  have  been  selected  for  compa�bility  with  a  conserva�on 

 environment. 
 ●  Contractors'  personnel  and  material  routes  into  and  out  of  the  building  are  to  be  protected 

 to avoid damage to historic building construc�on and finishes. 
 ●  Contractors'  normal  work  hours  are  to  be  8AM  -  5PM  Monday  through  Friday,  except 

 holidays.  Longer  workday,  weekend,  or  holiday  work  hours  may  be  arranged  within  legal 
 restric�ons and at the discre�on of the Owner and the Construc�on Manager of work. 

 ●  The  building  where  INNOVIT  is  located  is  a  significant  Local  Historic  Structure  that  retains 
 considerable  historic  integrity.  Exis�ng  construc�on  and  materials  must  be  treated  by  the 
 Contractors  with  special  care  and  a�en�on  so  as  to  retain  as  much  historic  material  intact 
 and  in-place  as  possible  while  performing  the  Work  of  this  Contract.  Contractors  are  to  use 
 extreme  cau�on  in  execu�ng  the  Work  so  as  to  avoid  damage  to  historic  building 
 materials. 

 ●  Unaffected  building  interior  areas  and  finishes  are  to  be  protected  as  required  from 
 weather, dirt, and dust resul�ng from the work, during all construc�on opera�ons. 

 ●  The  building  interiors  and  surrounding  site  are  to  be  kept  broom  cleaned  at  the  end  of 
 each work day and completely cleaned as a condi�on of project close-out. 

 ●  All  construc�on  related  materials,  equipment,  and  debris  are  to  be  removed  from  project 
 premises  on  a  daily  basis  to  prevent  poten�ally  hazardous  stockpiling  of  materials  and 
 disposed  of  by  legally  accepted  means.  All  construc�on  materials  and  debris  are  to  be 
 completely removed from project premises as a condi�on of project close-out. 

 18. PENALTY 
 -  Failure  to  meet  the  deadlines  specified  for  comple�on  of  the  work  provided  for  in  the  Ar�cle 

 of  this  IFB,  will  determine  the  applica�on  of  a  daily  penalty  up  to  2%  of  the  en�re  contract 
 amount,  up  to  10  days  of  delay,  from  the  11  day,  ITA  may  request  termina�on  of  the  contract 
 and compensa�on of any greater damages. 

 -  A  penalty  up  to  5%  of  the  total  contract  amount  will  be  applied  if  the  work  will  be  considered 
 not  in  accordance  with  the  Technical  descrip�on  (Annex  1)  and  the  Execu�ve  project  (Annex 
 2),  by  the  Construc�on  Manager  of  work  appointed  by  the  RUP  (through  specific  wri�en 
 report, accompanied by photographical surveys). 
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 No�ce  :  If  the  Contractor  is  found  to  be  in  default  in  whole  or  in  part  of  what  is  s�pulated  in  the 
 design  drawings  and/or  in  the  contractual  facts,  ITA  Agency,  at  any  �me,  may  request  termina�on 
 of the contract and compensa�on of any greater damages. 
 For  the  purposes  of  this  ar�cle,  “par�al  defaults”  shall  mean  deficiencies  and/or  non-compliance 
 and/or devia�ons from the final project. 

 19 . SIGNING OF THE CONTRACT 
 The  signing  of  the  contract  will  take  place  a�er  the  official  no�fica�on  and  a�er  receiving  the 
 requested security deposit (see point 15) within the maximum �me limit of 20 days. 

 20. COMPETENT JURISDICTION 
 In  case  of  a  dispute  between  the  Italian  Trade  Commission  and  the  Appointed  Contractor,  the 
 Court of Law of California will be the competent jurisdic�on. 

 21. RULES OF CONDUCT OF THE AGENCY AND/OR STAFF OF THE AGENCY 
 In  the  execu�on  of  the  contract,  the  awarded  Agency  undertakes  to  fully  respect  the  Code  of 
 Conduct  adopted  by  ITA  with  respect  to  the  provisions  of  Presiden�al  Decree  62/2013  approved  by 
 the Board of Director by resolu�on no. 547/21 on 02/23/2021.

 By  signing  you  agree  to  the  terms  outlined  in  this  document  and,  to  the  best  of  your  knowledge, 
 affirm  that  you  have  not  retained  or  engaged  professionally  anyone  who  has  ceased  his  or  her 
 employment  with  the  Italian  Trade  Agency  within  the  last  three  years  and  whom  had  occupied  a 
 management  role  in  said  organiza�on  or  had  been  delegated  management  powers  to  execute 
 contracts or other commercial transac�ons on behalf of the said organiza�on.
